If you choose to do so, follow the directions on 

the Town Citation, but be aware that if the County Judge rules in favor of the Town you would have to 

pay your fines in addition to court costs.  No response on your part to pay the fine, resolve the issue, 

and/or appear in court to defend your case could result in court summons, court judgement, and/or 

additional fines.  We await your response.
